found on-line, not all scholarships are listed there and you should
supplement your search with non-electronic sources: scholarship

coordinator; local government, organizations and committees.

Search Engine Tips

When signing-up check as many boxes as possible.

Printed Scholarship Directories

While the search engines are fastest remember the web is not the only place to find

scholarship information. Who knew there is a multi-million dollar business of verifying,

cataloging, and providing information related to scholarships?
These directories list scholarships in some sort of categorical
fashion such as: state of origination, or field of study,
depending on the listing type chosen by the editor. Another
note about categorization of the directories is that most limit
their listings to either undergraduate or graduate level listings,
so be sure to choose the resource material that fits your needs.
Accessing scholarship directories can be as expensive or
inexpensive as the student’s budget allows. Scholarship
directories can be purchased anywhere books are sold for
somewhere between $25 and $50. This does not have to be an
incurred expense as many of these materials can be found in
university, local, and friend’s libraries. It may take a few trips to
several library locations to collect all the information that you
need, but it significantly reduced the costs associated with
using directories. Also note that libraries classify scholarship
directories as reference materials; therefore, they cannot be
checked out. When visiting the library come prepared with
change for copies, and materials to take notes. These
directories are filed in the Reference Section 378 in most

libraries.

Financial Aid Office can provide you with advice and expertise, but the scholarship attainment

process is your responsibility. What the Spalding University Financial Aid Office offers is a

limited listing of endowed and outside scholarship opportunities. Students should also check

the websites of other academic institutions. While you will not find information for Spalding




University endowed scholarships at these other university web sites they do provide access to
updated information on search engines, outside scholarships, essay and information request
samples.

performance. If you understand nothing else about the scholarship process please understand
that scholarships are available for more than just honor students.

In the past the term merit scholarship was used to indicate a high level of academic
performance as measured by one’s grade point average. More recently organizations have
recognized the importance of a student’s skills outside of the academic arena. These types of

scholarships are now being awarded for a widening array of skills that result in life success and

community contribution.




Committing to the Application Process

On Your Own Behalf

Organization and Planning

Contact the Financial Aid Office and apply for all the Spalding University
Endowed Scholarships that fit your personal criteria. Then think about
getting that secondary email to keep spam down. Now use the secondary
email address to enroll in as many on-line scholarship search engines as you
feel are reputable. Save or print out the scholarship information that looks

promising. Organize the scholarship information by due date. Then begin

completing scholarship applications. Be sure to schedule yourself time
each week to both check in with the web sites, and complete applications previously filed. You
must treat this as a second job. How would you expect to get paid for a job if you were not
showing up at work? Nothing is free. Effort is required of you to locate and apply for the college
funds. For this effort to bear fruit you need to schedule time as if you were working. Once the
time is blocked off in your schedule it is easier to follow through with the applications and
essays.

Now that you have arranged your schedule it is hoped the search engines return enough
potential scholarship possibilities that you have to consider how to .
organize your entries. There are two schools of thought on how to
organize the scholarships: local to national sized scholarship offerings
or smallest to largest cash reward. Here is the thinking behind the local i
to national method of organization possibly being more effective: the
applicant pool is smaller, there is the likelihood that you might know \
something about the agency/organization, and that organizations are ™~
interested in providing money locally. Additionally, the more local the scholarship the smaller
the applicant pool and award amount, conversely the larger awards are most often found at the
state and national level, but with significantly larger applicant pools. As the size of the applicant
pool for one scholarship grows it can be difficult for an essay to rise to the top, with this in mind
more time should be allotted for proof reading and revisions of these larger scholarship

materials.




When researching local awards a little more legwork might be in order. These smaller
awards are often not listed with the financial aid office, in any directory, or on the search
engines. Instead it often requires that you make phone calls, write letters of inquiry, search

The essays themselves require the most attention. Scholarship essay judges do want to
know something about you, yet not the sordid details of your life. They want a brief
understanding of the Meta picture of the obstacles you have encountered. Most importantly
they want to know the how’s and why’s of you surmounting life’s obstacles. The trick is to
provide enough information that they gain an impression of your capacities and personhood
within the word limit and confines of good taste. What you do not want is to provide enough
detail that you owe them a mental health co-pay.

As noted earlier the essays themselves are time-consuming to write, edit, and rewrite.
The piece of advice that is given most often is to keep a stable of essays that answer the most
common essay questions, and non-specific essay ideas that arise out of writing to essay
requirements. Important Note: when taking an essay or essay idea out of the stable make
certain that it is re-crafted to meet the new scholarship’s essay question precisely. Maybe the
slant of the essay needs to change a bit to meet this other organizations’ mission, or shed a
different light on your understanding of the issues. Look to be certain the questions you seek to
answer are exactly the same. What if your understanding of the debate around the issues
inherent in the question has changed? If any of these are true then the essay needs to be
tweaked. Be certain to keep both essays as they will likely be useful later.

The essay is finished, or is it? You have completed many re-writes? Has anyone else
reviewed the essay? The essay is not complete until you have had it edited by someone other
than yourself. It could be a friend or an editing service (look in the Appendix I1).

Please also note there are two sample essays in Appendix |. Other sample essays can be

found either on scholarship sites or in “how to” books.

s Contact the organization for additional information if needed. Be certain that all
correspondence is neat and professional

s Look through your stable of tweak able essays and if possible choose one that works
for the scholarship criteria.

s When possible do not handwrite scholarship applications.

must be a typed, business professional request for information.

Packets typically consist of recommendation letters, letters in support of claims of
volunteerism and community involvement, university transcripts, and financial documents.
Because much of this information can take some time to gather it is a good idea to request it
when you begin your scholarship search. Requesting letters of support early is also a sign of
respect to those asked to write letters, and increases your chances of receiving superior letters,
not just good letters.

At the end after the scholarship search yielded great opportunities, you wrote the essay,
had it edited, and completed the packets it is ready to be sent to the scholarship judges, right?
Before the packet leaves your hands take one last look at the scholarship rules and regulations.
Do you have the correct word count? Have included all additional requested information? Has
everything that can be typed, been typed; including the envelope? Is there adequate postage?
Double check the address. If at all possible address the packet to a specific person or
department. Did you remember to include your return address, just in case? Only after you are
satisfied that everything will represent your life story and needs well should you send it on.

What Next

You may only hear back from organization that award you monies. In many cases there
are simply too many applicants to notify anyone other than the winners. When you do win be
certain that you notify the Spalding University Financial Aid Office of any awards; as your




Student Aid Report must be modified. Keeping in touch with the Financial Aid Office means that
you have a working relationship with someone who has expertise in the area of educational aid
planning. They will have had experience in applying the awards toward tuition and fees in such
a way that you garner the most benefit. When the awarding organization contacts you to
congratulate you be certain obtain the specifics of how and when you should expect your award
monies to be applied to your academic pursuits. There are several ways that organizations
might choose to award these funds, and depending on the method used to apply the monies
might require some action on your part. Information on the method of award will also need to
be shared with the Bursar’s and Financial Aid Offices.

Avoiding Scholarship Scams

Never pay any fees associated with either entrance or acceptance of a “scholarship”.
Reputable scholarship supporters require no funds from you.
As with any solicitation, do not accept phone calls, emails, or requests for information

from services associated with universities or scholarship organizations that you did not

initiate.

s If something is “too good to be true”, then it likely is. Stay away from sites that guarantee
that you will find awards. In fair scholarship entries that just is not a possibility.

Essay Sample Number 1

Throughout my childhood, many individuals posed that infamous question: “So, what are
you going to be when you grow up?” | cringe even now as | write it. During my childhood, the
answer came quickly and with assurance: “A doctor.” | don’t know quite when | settled on that
profession, but there it was, for all to marvel. My high school education was organized to take
advantage of all the honors courses my school offered, as | knew this would look much more
attractive when | applied to college and eventually medical school. | graduated top of my class
with a 4.0 grade point average and was selected Valedictorian.

My first year at college as a pre-med student resembled not so much a pristine haven of
learning as a carefree romp. | imagined that college grades would be as effortless to attain as
high school grades had been. My roommate nearly called the emergency room when | received
my grades. The next semester was even worse. To further my frustration and despondency, |
was also trying to come to terms with my budding sexuality, and coming out of the closet as a
gay man in a conservative community. In the end, due to family pressure, | left school.

| drifted rather aimlessly for the next few months, until | found a job as an accounting
clerk, a far cry from my dreams of being a doctor. | tried to reason with myself that it was a
temporary setback, and that | would attend another school later that year. It would take many
years to realize that dream.

Finally, after years of drudgery, | made it to the pinnacle of my career as a controller for a
major engineering firm. One morning, | woke up and realized for perhaps the millionth time that
| was miserable. | decided then and there, that no matter what transpired, | would return to
school.

Looking back, | realize that the time | spent working was extraordinarily helpful, as it allowed me
to return to school with increased organizational skills and the intense desire to perform well.

Since returning, | have maintained a 3.8 cumulative grade point average and have been
admitted to the English honors program, | have been given the opportunity to study under some
of the best teachers at the university. My educational process remains enthralling, as | continue
the journey to my degree.

To this end, | have also dedicated myself to working with important organizations on
campus. | am involved with the substance abuse prevention group on campus, as well as the
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Lesbian Gay Bisexual Transgender Student Union, for which | was the director last year. This year

My goal to pursue a career in the field of education has been a part of my plans since my
early teen years. From my first summer job to my current position, the majority of my work and
volunteer experience has involved counseling and children. To know that | can make a positive
impact on a child’s life is very rewarding for me.

| was most enticed to school psychology by its varied and challenging nature within an
educational setting. The responsibilities of the profession involve, but are not limited to
counseling, testing and assessment, behavioral intervention, classroom observation, educational
referrals and crisis counseling. A school psychologist never knows exactly what the day will
include, much like my current position as a counseling assistant at Irving Middle School in Los
Angeles. From this experience | know that this spontaneity and high energy are vital for my
growth and satisfaction within my career.

Letter of Inquiry

Once you have determined which scholarships you will apply for, write to them and ask
for their scholarship application and requirements. The letter can be a general request for
information "form" letter that can be photocopied, but you should be specific about the name of
the scholarship you are inquiring about on the envelope.

Write to each source as far in advance of their scholarship deadline as possible and don't
forget to send a self-addressed, stamped envelope(SASE) -- it not only expedites their reply, but
some organizations won't respond without one.

Remember, on the outside of the envelope, list the name of the specific scholarship you

are inquiring about. That way, the person opening the mail will know where to direct your
inquiry.

Letter of Thanks

Thank you letter or letters should be written shortly after receiving confirmation of your
scholarship award. The letter(s) should be written and addressed to a specific person or entity
inside the organization that originated the award. As in the essay a “thank you letter” should be
personable and sincere. Letters of thanks must be typed, hand signed, and postage delivered.
Emails and phone calls are not appropriate for the purpose of a formal thank you, which is to

express gratitude and respect.

D Organize — Organize — Organize
[ Block off time in your schedule for scholarship
searching, requesting information, essay preparation,
editing, and rewriting.
L] Begin requesting the additional information you will need to complete scholarship
applications later (letters of recommendation, transcripts, FASFA data, etc.).
[JSet-up secondary email and use it when accessing web related scholarship materials to
avoid spam.
[ File electronic or hard copy of scholarship information by due dates as they are
located.
[JBegin assembling and continue to update your stable of tweak able scholarship essays
and pertinent ideas at every step of the process.

[] contact Spalding University’s Scholarship Coordinator.

[ Provide pointers for your search.
[J Obtain the listings of Endowed and Outside Scholarships, and apply.

1 enrollin multiple scholarship search engines.
[J When enrolling use the secondary email address.
[J When registering check as many boxes as possible: social work, social sciences, mental
health, etc. Then you work through eliminating unrelated scholarship choices on your
own.
[ Check the search engines weekly.

[] Locate local scholarship possibilities
[ Check with government: state, city, town, village.
LICheck with civic, community, and religious organizations.

H Scholarship Essay Preparation.
[ At this point make arrangements to obtain any additional paperwork that is
requested: letters of recommendation, official transcripts, student aid information.
L] Carefully read scholarship criteria and information. Be certain you have any additional
documents on hand.
[ Note the deadline and schedule time to accommodate.
O Check stable of suitable essays and tweak to fit scholarship requirements.
[] Have someone else edit and review changes.
[ Prepare scholarship packet, be sure to include requested additional information.

[] Double check the packet before snail mailing or emailing. Are all additional documents
included?
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
