JOB SUMMARY: 
Spalding University has an opening for a tenure track appointment as an 
Assistant Professor of English/Director of First-Year Writing in the School of 
Liberal Studies starting July 1, 2018.   
 
DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES: 
The teaching load is 6-7 undergraduate courses of first-year writing over a 36 
week period. The position also includes assessing first-year writing courses, 
providing pedagogy support for Composition faculty, writing and distributing 
annual reports detailing first-year writing assessment, working with Spalding’s 
SACSCOC QEP based on Writing Through Revision, and staffing and scheduling 
first-year writing courses.  
 
SKILLS AND EDUCATIONAL REQUIREMENTS: 
Ph.D. in Rhetoric and Composition from a regionally accredited university, with at 
least three years full-time teaching experience with first-year writing courses. 
Previous experience working with First-Year Writing Programs preferred.

• Create university-wide connections with faculty teaching writing intensive 
courses. 

• Work with the Director of University Studies to gather assessment data.  
• Provide in-service workshops for writing faculty.  
• Work with the QEP Director to collect, assess, and analyze first-year
